The Giving Tree Outreach began serving 
Tucson’s poor population by providing food, 
clothing, housing and social services in 1988.  
As a faith-based 501(c)3 organization, our 
outreach  has expanded rapidly to serve the 
ever increasing number of those that need help. 
In 1990, we started taking in abused and 
abandoned children.  The Grace Home was 
opened to provide a loving, safe and enduring 
home for homeless and displaced babies, or 
displaced children and families. Over the years 
we have

than 200 
children, 
adults and 
elderly 
per day.

moved into 
our new 
location 
which has space for our administrative of� ces, a 
Wellness Center, a Learning Center and conference 
area.

Our goal is to be a life-changing instrument in our 
children’s and adult’s lives by breaking the cycle 
of poverty and homelessness. We provide an 
atmosphere that ensures their physical, mental, 
spiritual and emotional wholeness.   This is done by 
providing a positive family environment upon which 
the children can rely.  We accomplish this through 
collaborative efforts of embracing a community 
while serving the poor through education, positive 
relationships, empowerment, love and compassion.

A boy walking along the beach came across hundreds 
of star� sh that had washed up on shore and were 
trying to get back to the ocean during low tide.
